United States Army Garrison West Point Military Police Company

Mission: Provide trained and equipped Military Police Soldiers to the Directorate of Emergency Services to conduct Law Enforcement and Force Protection Operations in order to protect the West Point Community.  On order, conduct Military Funerals and other ceremonial events.

Lineage:
The first Military Police Unit at West Point was activated in 1926 and commanded by an infantry Captain, with its contingent of 68 men billeted in Quarters 126 (the old hospital).  Officially called the USMA MP Detachment, Detached Enlisted Men’s List, it retained this designation until 1942.  In 1942, West Point’s Military Police were renamed the USMA MP Detachment following the Army’s re-establishment of the Corps of Military Police.  The unit once occupied billets in the same building as the MP Station at the time, Building 681, the current location of Garrison Headquarters.  
During World War II, the Military Police intensified enforcement of a Post Regulation requiring a pass for entry on post.  Thayer and Washington Gates were not then points of entry for the installation. Following World War II, the unit became the 1802nd MP Detachment as part of the 1802nd Special Regiment.  At the same time, unit strength increased to two officers and 110 men.  
On 15 August 1958, the 57th MP Company was activated at West Point and attached to the 1st Battle Group, 1st Infantry Regiment.  The unit was allotted four officers, two warrant officers and 135 enlisted men.  In addition to maintaining discipline, law and order on the post, the company became responsible for conducting the majority of the USMA’s ceremonial functions, such as color guards and military funerals.  
On 1 October 1982, the 57th Military Police Company was de-activated and reassigned to the First Battalion, First Infantry Regiment as the United States Military Academy (USMA) Military Police Company.  The unit was assigned to the First Battalion, First Infantry Regiment with operational control belonging to the USMA Provost Marshal.  
With the establishment of the Installation Management Command and the de-activation of the First Battalion, First Infantry Regiment, the unit came under operational control of  the Directorate of Emergency Services (DES), United States Army Garrison-West Point and was designated the United States Army Garrison Military Police Company at West Point on 12 June 2007.  Today, the company provides trained and equipped Military Police Soldiers in maintaining good order and discipline, as well as installation security for West Point.  In addition to law enforcement, the unit conducts military funerals and ceremonies.
