West Point parking task force arranges for new gate systems

Last fall, the Superintendent, Lt. Gen. Buster Hagenbeck, tasked the Directorate of Plans, Training, Mobilization and Security and G-3 to form a Parking Task Force to develop a parking plan to enhance and improve the installation’s security posture while ensuring that vehicles entering post and the central area parking areas did not pose a security risk.  
Initially, the Parking Task Force implemented an approved plan to re-issue a newly designed parking decal for any vehicle needing to be parked in the central area parking lots. However, this was only an interim step in the overall improved security plans.  
Other initiatives involve additional improvements to establish enhanced security measures on the installation. The first one includes installing permanent barriers with Common Access Card readers at several parking areas and the second includes the enhancement and improvement of the barriers at each of West Point’s gates.  
Initial work on these projects is scheduled Mar. 13-20 with the installation of the gates at parking lots and entrance gates. 
There will be no parking on Thayer Roof, behind Lincoln Hall, the West Point Club and Cullum Hall during the construction of gates in these locations. Those who normally park in these areas must use Clinton, Doubleday or K Lots or Buffalo Soldier Field. 
There will be additional shuttle bus service to support passengers going to and from the central area. All vehicles must be removed from the parking lots noted above no later than 6 a.m. Friday.  
At Thayer Gate, inbound lanes will be closed, but the exit using Swift Road will remain open. 
Stony Lonesome Gate will be used for inbound traffic only with the exception of large construction vehicles. They will not be able to go through West Point. 
To facilitate the increase in traffic, additional guards will be placed at Stony and Washington Gates. Washington Gate construction will not begin until Thayer and Stony Gates are complete. The South Post Gate will not begin until the other projects are completed. 
The Bldg. 606 Ramp leading to the Cadet Store will also be closed. Deliveries or any vehicles requiring access to the Cadet Store during the construction must contact the Physical Security Section of Directorate of Emergency Services.
