West Point is operating under a heightened security posture.  All visitors must enter through Thayer Gate or Stony Lonesome Gate only and should expect minor delays.  All persons 16 and older are required to show the contract security guards at the installation gates a valid, government issued photo ID and must keep have the identification in their possession at all times.  All vehicles entering the installation are subject to being searched, this includes Department of Defense (DoD) decaled vehicles.  Visitors planning on attending the many events associated with graduation week are strongly encouraged to use the installation shuttle system as parking is severely limited.  
On graduation day all visitors must pass through metal detectors prior to entering Michie Stadium.  Please ensure you arrive early to allow time to pass through security at the stadium entrances.  The following items will not be allowed into the stadium:  large bags, backpacks, coolers, umbrellas and all beverage containers (glass or plastic).  Please plan accordingly.   

Safety and security are of paramount concern not only during graduation week activities, but every day on West Point.  As guests of West Point and the United States Military Academy we ask for your vigilance while you enjoy the graduation week activities.  Your help in the detection and reporting of criminal activities will help ensure that this year’s graduation is a success.  Anyone observing suspicious behavior or activity is urged to promptly report it to the West Point Military Police at the below number.
